	Squads: Years 5/6 Boys and Girls mixed teams - Maximum 8 players, 4 players on court (There must be at least 2 girls on court at any time).

Rules for Stevenage Competition:
· Basic Basketball skills will apply – Double Dribble, Travelling, Out of court, Fouls.

· In the event of a foul in the act of shooting, the basket will be awarded (no free shots due to incorrect court markings).
· When a basket is scored, players must retreat back into their own half and play Man to Man defence (half court defence).

· Central timing will be used, with a hooter indicating the start of timing, but games will start and finish on the referee’s whistle.

· Players may only play for one team for the whole tournament.

· Match duration and groups will depend on number of team entries. Fixtures will be handed out at the event.
· No item of jewellery may be worn.

· Fingernails must be short and smooth.

· Long hair should be tied back.
· Players must wear appropriate kit and footwear. Matching kit is essential.( Bibs may be worn).
· Referees and organisers decisions are final. The referees for this tournament will be SFT Apprentices, and as it is a learning environment for them as well as your youngsters who are playing, please be respectful of their decisions.
· Rolling substitutions are allowed, ensuring only 4 players are on the court at any one time and that there is a correct ratio of boys and girls for each team. The Herts School Games will be very strict on this and so we have to adhere to the rules we have been given.
